Stoney Meadows 2012 Annual Meeting Minutes
March 1st, 2012
The meeting was held at The Quarry and called to order at 6:36 PM.
Those in attendance along with the proxy assignments are listed at the end of these notes.  Twenty eight lots were represented by at least one homeowner or by proxy.
It was noted that a quorum was present.

The 2011 Annual Meeting minutes were approved as posted on the Stoney Meadows website.  The motion for approval was made by Marguerite Blackman and seconded by Steven Miller.

President’s Report

Note:  The attached SMHOA Annual Meeting PowerPoint slide presentation is also attached as part of these minutes.

Marguerite reported on the following topics:

1) Homeowner or residency changes to lots 2, 4, 10, 26, and 32
2) Common areas

a. Shed painting - budgeted $1K (labor & materials) for 2012

b. Pump house & shed roof eventual replacement –  2013 or later

3) An update on the BPA I-5 corridor reinforcement project.

a. “Grey Line” option as a fifth route alternative was rejected by BPA leaving the route near Stoney Meadows, referred to as the West Alternative, as one of four alternatives being considered.
b. The West Alternative has several placement options including one that crosses the NE corner of our walking trails and includes upgrading and using the very eastern trail as part of the access road to the system.

c. Draft environmental impact statement due Spring 2012 with public meetings and comments, final EIS due Fall 2012 with decision in 2013.
Discussion on the BPA project focused on reviewing the 2012 EIS in detail to ensure it captures all of the concerns of the neighborhood and fairly represents the characteristics of the Stoney Meadows wetlands.  David Madore noted that if we find factual errors, we need to make sure to officially communicate these to BPA.

It was noted that the bridge estimate represents that maximum allowance approved by the neighborhood at 2011’s annual meeting and does not represent the current estimate of the cost, which is lower.

Lidia noted that “dues collected” are for calendar year 2011 but don’t necessarily represent payments due in 2011 as they include late payments from 2010 and do not include late 2011 payments made in 2012.  Marguerite and Lidia requested that neighbors pay dues within the year they are due to simplify bookkeeping and reporting year-end results to the neighborhood.
ACC Report
Committee: Shawna Newell, Board Liaison to ACC, Doug Palin, Becky Writt, Sharon Cebula
Report was summarized by Marguerite

A list of homeowner ACC related activities for 2011 was displayed.  The most discussed activity was the work the ACC conducted with the owner of lot 23 to clean up the yard by removing trash, abandoned items, and to spread bark piles that had been in the driveway for years.

Bridge Update
Steven Miller

Steven Miller presented a slide updating the bridge activities and explaining some roadblocks encountered and new findings.

1) Several additional permit activities were required than originally expected, lengthening the processing, increasing cost, and possibly placing additional constraints on the bridge design, such as the possible addition of a rail.

2) The primary new complexity is the need for a standard building permit which was originally not expected to be needed, but appears to be a new process with bridges added to the set of activities that require a building permit.

3) Steven found that having design requirements that allow a vehicle will greatly increase cost and complexity of the permitting process and suggested removing this language as this is essentially a pedestrian bridge.  The current robust design will be retained, but it will not be submitted as a vehicle bridge.
a. Steven asked the attendees if they approved if this and they unanimously approved.
4) The addition of a rail may be required, but Steven will argue against it to the county based on the stream flow and flooding that will cause pressure and grass/flotsam to collect on the railing, possibly causing issues.

a. However, if a rail is required Steven asked the attendees if they still approved the bridge as long as it was within the $40,000 budget limit set last year.  This was unanimously approved.
David Fanning requested that any significant changes to the plan of record of cost increases be communicated to the neighborhood to keep home owners abreast of the bridge status.  Steven agreed to do this if there are changes that exceed the agreed upon budget and design parameters.

Architectural Control Committee Volunteers

Marguerite explained that one new volunteer was needed for this year’s ACC, outlined the responsibilities of the position and asked for volunteers.   Lynda Wilson volunteered, was seconded and approved.
Business to Be Voted On
Marguerite Blackman

Marguerite explained that one board position has opened with the expiration of her and explained the expectations for this position.  Lynda Wilson and Al Griggs both volunteered and both were seconded.  After a brief discussion Al Griggs withdrew his nomination and Lynda was unanimously approved.  The selection of specific board positions will be made at the next quarterly board meeting.
