President’s Report

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ACC Report
Committee: Lynda Wilson, Becky Writt, Doug Palin
Report was summarized by Lynda Wilson that no outstanding ACC issues are active.
Questions were raised on the status of recent events such as police activities responding to a break-in earlier in the year in an unoccupied house.  It was noted that the house is now occupied, at least in part, by an acquaintance of the owner to increase security.
Bridge Update
Steven Miller

Steven Miller noted that the permitting process for the bridge hit a major snag that would significantly increase the cost and complexity of the bridge to overcome.
1) The permitting office requires that the bridge be either a pedestrian bridge or a vehicle bridge.

a. A pedestrian bridge requires rails and handicapped access per state and federal regulations.  This will significantly increase costs.
b. A vehicle bridge requires that it meets engineering requirements for traffic.

2) In all cases the bridge needs to be designed and qualified by a WA State Licensed engineer, the site needs to be surveyed, and the bridge built by a contractor to meet all of the state and federal regulations.
3) A recent bid from an contractor experienced with pedestrian and private vehicle bridges indicates that a pedestrian bridge will cost about $50,000. 

4) Coupled with the remaining permitting, engineering, surveying, and additional costs, it will probably cost $60,000 to replace the bridge.   Much more than the $40,000 originally budgeted.

Steven laid out a couple of options

1) Proceed at the higher cost.
2) Suspend the bridge replacement effort and take a second look at the structural integrity of the existing bridge and determine if it can be maintained at a basic level of service for pedestrians and John Sullivan’s needs for wetlands maintenance.

a. This second option includes investigating if basic reinforcement can extend the useful life of the bridge.

The attendees discussed options and agreed on the second approach:  Suspend bridge replacement and investigated maximizing the useful life of the current bridge.  In addition, an improved sign warning or preventing vehicle use should be added.
Business to Be Voted On
Stephen Chamberlain and Steven Miller
Steven explained that two board position had opened with the expiration of Stephen Chamberlain and Lidia Hu’s.   Charles Fell and Jack Graves volunteered were both seconded and approved by a hand vote.
The maintenance of the tennis courts was brought up as needing attention.   The association discussed various options:

1) Replacement with an improved surface as had been investigated and voted on a few years earlier.

2) Resurfacing with a surface treatment much like was done previously.

3) Allowing the courts to fall into disrepair or to remove.

It was proposed to resurfacing with the surface treatment much like has been done in the past with a $15,000 budget cap.  If the resurfacing cost more than $15,000, then alternatives such as replacement would be investigated and the options of replacement versus resurface would be brought to the neighborhood for a vote.

This was voted on with a hand vote with all members present minus one voting for the resurfacing, and one member voting against.     The measure was passed.

Steven Miller would initiate this investigation by contacting Greg Foster for the company that he last used for the resurfacing bid.

Meeting was adjourned at about 7:30.
